COURSE DESCRIPTION:
This course is designed to teach the fundamentals of pre-hospital emergency medicine at the Advanced EMT level. The Advanced EMT level course reviews EMT knowledge and emphasizes the treatment of shock using intravenous infusion, respiratory management with the use of adjunctive airway devices, pathophysiology, and general pharmacology.  Throughout this course students will be exposed to related anatomy, physiology, practical skills and the New National Education Standards for this level of care. A field and hospital practicum is an integral part of this course. Students will be required to complete approximately 140 hours of clinical rotations.
COURSE GOALS:

This course is designed to prepare and train the student to:
· Successfully complete the course and graduate.

· Successfully challenge the National Registry of Emergency Medical Technicians and receive certification. 
· Work within the Oklahoma Emergency Medical System.

· Follow the New National Education Standards for The Advanced EMT.
· Provide direct patient care in various emergency medical and traumatic situations. 

· Identify the legal, ethical, and moral responsibilities.

· Use various equipment in and out of hospital situations.
· Work and perform as a health care professional.

Upon completion of the Advanced EMT course the student will be able to apply the knowledge of the Advanced EMT in emergency and non-emergency situations by the New Education Standards and competencies at the EMT level and the Advanced EMT level.

EVALUATION PROCEDURE:
The student will be tested after each module of class material. The test will include material from the National Education Standards, lecture information, course objectives and reading assignments. Students must achieve a minimum grade of 80% on all Module exams over didactic materials. Students will be allowed no more than two retests on major exams.  No individual test may be retaken more than one time.  Students who fail a major exam must complete remedial work assigned by the instructor. Students must complete the remedial work within one week before they are allowed to retest the exam.    Students will not be allowed to take any more scheduled exams until he/she has obtained a passing score on the current exam.

If students do not exceed the minimum grade of 80% on the retake, the student’s academic standing will be reviewed by the Instructor, the EMS Coordinator, and if the need does exist the Medical Director. A successful retake of a major exam will be averaged with the initial exam score for use in calculating the grade that will be posted for that exam.
Students must have an overall course average of 80% to pass the course and a minimum of 80% on the Final Exam to be eligible to sit for the National Registry Exam.
Prior to each exam the student must complete the assigned course work and turn these into the instructor. Students that do not complete the assigned course work will not be permitted to take the exam. Failure to take the exam will result in a zero grade. There will be no opportunity to retake the final exam.
Extra Credit:
The student is allowed to do some course work, accepted by the instructor that can be applied to the course grade not a module exam. 
The final exam will consist of 150 questions and will be a comprehensive review of the National Educational Standards, lecture information, course objectives and reading assignments.

Module Exams are worth 60% of the course grade.

Homework assignments are 20% of the course grade. 

Lab, clinical and quizzes are 20% of the course grade. 

CLASS POLICIES AND PROCEDURE:

1. Meeting times: Class time is 6:00 p.m. to 10:00 p.m. with breaks as determined by the Instructor. 

2. The classroom will be left in the same orderly condition in which it was found or will be arranged as directed by the instructor including lab.
3. All equipment will be returned to the proper place prior to the end of each class session. If equipment is malfunctioning bring it to the attention of the instructor. No equipment is to be removed from the classroom by the students without prior approval from the instructor. This includes books, videotapes, audiotapes, etc… 

4. In order to meet attendance qualifications you must be present in the classroom for not less than 80% of the class time. If you must be absent part of the class session, you will be given credit for the time you are in class only. There will be a notebook with a sign in sheet. 
5. Testing will consist of written exams, quizzes and competencies.
6. Written exams will be given as announced in class. One-week notice will be given prior to test dates. If you are not present for that class session during exam time, you will receive a zero (0). You will receive one chance to make-up the missed exam. Make-up exams will be scheduled with the instructor. 

7. Final written comprehensive exam: At the end of this course, a final comprehensive written exam will be administered. This test will consist of 150 questions with a 2-hour time limit. The minimum passing grade for this exam is 80%. No extra credit opportunities will be given on the final exam.

8. Skills Testing: Competencies must be successfully demonstrated with 100% accuracy during the assigned practical sessions. The instructor or a designated preceptor must sign off each competency. Any competency skill not signed off will be rescheduled for make-up with the instructor.

9. Clinical Skills Practice: You are required to be proficient in all clinical skills in order to successfully complete this course. In order for you to gain the necessary proficiency in these skills, you will be required to participate in the clinical skills practice sessions.

10. Clinical Experience: During the Advanced EMT course, you will be given assignments for your clinical experience. The minimum time in all combined clinical sessions is 140 hours. All clinical experiences will be completed by the class prior to the final written exam or an incomplete will be given for the course. A clinical packet will be given to each student prior to starting the clinical experience

11. Reading Assignments: You are responsible for reading the assignment prior to class session covering that area of study according to your course outline. You will receive your reading assignments along with the objectives. You are also responsible for handout material issued during class. (If you are not in class the night material is issued, have someone pick-up the material for you).
12. Breaks will be given as deemed necessary by the instructor.

13. Other Areas of Responsibilities: You are responsible for;

1. Reading assignments / homework
2. Handout material

3. Information covered in the class
4. Skills practiced

5. Asking questions on material you do not understand.

14. The Instructor is responsible for:

1. Covering the areas in the course necessary to enhance your understanding of the duties and responsibilities of the EMT Intermediate. This is done through reading assignments, handout materials, lectures or demonstration.

2. Demonstrating skills needed to complete the course,

3. Answering questions concerning material necessary to complete the course
4. Covering the course objectives

15. Failure to Meet Minimum Requirements: 
Failure to meet minimum requirements to complete the Advanced EMT Course will result in the student receiving a failing grade on the final course roster. As a result of the failing grade, the student:
· Will not receive a passing grade for the class.

· Will be unable to sit for the National Registry exam without retaking the course.
· Will be allowed to sit through the course just not allowed to complete clinical rotations.
The category in which the student will be listed will be determined by:

A. A review of the student's standing in all areas of minimum requirements.
B. The student’s participation in skills (competencies) practice sessions.

C. The area of which minimal requirement was not met.

D. A personal interview with the instructor.

16. Clinicals must be done by the final written exam; the due date will be designated by the instructor. There will be no grace period except for special situations accepted by the instructor. 

17. Course Evaluation: At the completion of this course, you will be asked to complete a course evaluation form. Through feedback from you, the student, we can make improvements on our program. We encourage you to constructively evaluate this Advanced EMT course. 

18. Personal Conduct: You will be working closely together at times. You will also be working with and around patients in clinical areas.
